1. Preheat oven to 350°F. Lightly grease ax18-inch baking dish with
cooking spray. (To make it even easier to remove the bars, line the pan
with foil or parchment paper, in addition to spraying.

2. Mix the flour and the powdered sugar. Cut or mix in softened but-
ter, until mixture resembles coarse meal.

3. Press mixture in the bottom of the pan. Bake for 20 minutes until
edges are lightly browned. Remove from oven. Let cool while you
prepare the topping.

4. Bring brown sugar, honey, butter, and whipping cream to a boil in a
saucepan. Stir in pecans.

5. Pour on top of crust. Bake for approximately 25 minutes, until
golden and bubbly. Let cool completely before cutting.
